The students spent the Autumn 
term in their own time 
researching their business idea 
and then practising how to 
present to an audience. The 
format was like The Apprentice or Dragon’s Den. They were 
required to present in front of a room full of business experts and 
experience their cross-examination.
Their unique business idea was to use the funds offered by the 
Haberdashers (the ‘Dragons’) to set up a virtual learning VR-set 
business which would run school curriculum sessions for any 
students struggling to learn in a school environment. The team 
competed with other Haberdashers school teams around the 
country. The presentation skills of our students were fantastic!  
Business experts present told them they were very professional 
and impressive - especially in the question and answer session 
after their presentation. They were runners-up in the competition 
but many experts there complimented them on how well they 
performed. 
Students also enjoyed a well-deserved two-day all-expenses 
paid overnight visit to London 
which included train travel, hotel 
stay and free time around the 
city sight-seeing some of the 
major landmarks.
